Mujair fish scales (Oreochromis mossambicus) is the outermost part of the body of a species 

of fish that looks like a body armor, a type of cetenoid fish scale and a hard-fingered fish group 

(Actinopterygii). Mujjair fish scales found in traders in the market, and also seafood is the 

scales of fish mujair waste from the rest of the process for meat used and untapped potential 

of the scales by local residents. The level of demand for mujair fish is increasing as well as the 

time of harvesting of mujair fish is very fast from the nursery during harvest time, but until 

now, the tailings waste treatment of mujair fish has never been done and only become organic 

waste in landfill.
