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INTERIOR REDESIGN OF MARITIME MUSEUM INDONESIA  
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Museum is an educational service that represent human history. The museum located 

in the port area of Tanjung Priok, introduces the history of maritime.

Therefore, redesign 

interior Museum Maritime of Indonesia in North Jakarta is intended to support and 

attract more people to learn about Indonesia's maritime history. In this research, 

metaphorical approach related to maritime is applied to interior design. With this 

approach, the visitors are expected to know better about Indonesian maritime.
