And has a philosophy 

of value for the journey of the nature of human life, but unfortunately because it is rarely 

performed again, the turnover of the younger generation is lacking and in the last three decades 

the mask dance has decreased somewhat. In the design period of this final project using 

qualitative methods with observation, literature study, and interviews with sources as primary 

data, and videos, articles and books as secondary data. The theory used is the theory of visual 

communication design, illustration, typography, comics, layout, color, and educational media. 

From the data obtained, the Cirebon mask dance has not yet been adapted into comics. Through 

the design of this children's illustration book, it is hoped that it can bring children to want to 

preserve this Cirebon Mask Dance.
